5’000 will support the Middle East Council of Churches in their provision of 
medical aid to sick Christian refugees in Lebanon who themselves cannot afford treatment and 
medicines.

Annually we pay the school fees for 60 children and young people. Many of the children supported 
go on to secondary school and some to colleges where they learn work skills. This education 
increases their chances of being able to earn a living and control their own destiny which in turn 
helps the whole village.

Construction of this school with 3 large classrooms for 900 pupils started in 2016. In 2017 the shell of 
the school was completed. In 2018 we will complete this project by fitting out the staff room to 
provide facilities for the 28 teachers,  install heavy duty flooring in outside areas as well as providing 
the necessary furniture.

In the region of Kanoni, old wells and boreholes need to be refurnished and additional ones built in 
order to provide the local population with clean drinking water. In 2017 a new borehole was 
constructed next to the school in Bulyakamu. In 2018 a new borehole will be constructed in Kanoni.

The dilapidated vicarage in Kanoni was, with help from Partner sein, rebuilt in 2015/2016, but 
without an energy supply. We will now install solar panels to provide a limited power supply for the 
minister and his family.

For the training and practical work of the local women's group a new building will be constructed 
within the grounds of Kanoni school. This building can also be used by the school. The women will be 
trained in the handling of textiles as well as in the planting and use of medicinal plants. In the 
workshop, the women can make textile products, soap and ointments which can be sold to 
supplement family income.

Over the years, various new buildings have been constructed at St. Apollo school. The number of 
pupils has risen steadily and land is becoming scarce.  There is insufficient land to grow the 
vegetables needed for the school kitchen.  We have the possibility to purchase a neighbouring plot of 
land and alleviate the problem.

This school, with 900 pupils and 28 teachers, only has a single well and water tank. Neither the 
latrines nor the living quarters have a water supply. We plan to collect more water by installing 
guttering, piping and additional tanks to collect rainwater running off the roofs. In the first phase, 
3 roofs will be fitted out.

Poor families in Bukavu will receive a cow plus building materials for a stall as well as veterinary 
support. A daily milk ration will relieve the undernourishment of the children. In addition the cow 
dung will provide manure for vegetable plots. In case of need, further income may be generated 
through the sale of a calf.  Families will receive instruction in animal husbandry and receive 
information to improve family health knowledge. In 2017 we financed a veterinary control of all the 
animals.

Over 100 women have banded together to form a health insurance scheme as well as a bank 
providing micro credits to women as start capital for trade and commercial projects. A training day to 
encourage women to become self employed complements this project. Profits from the scheme are 
often used to pay children's school fees. The demand for micro credit is still much greater than the 
available capital.  Our target is to make this scheme self financing.

Y лп tǊƛƳŀǊȅ school, Bagira, Bukavu, South-Kivu Fr. 30'000 
The primary purpose of this school is to teach children in and around the town of Bagira to read and 
write and combat the large scale illiteracy in the area.  After the successful completion of the first 
school buildings and the necessary sanitary facilities, in the period 2017 to 2020 a second school 
building will be erected so that all 600 primary school and 200 secondary school pupils will have 
access to a functional and weatherproof infrastructure.  Refugees from war torn areas of DRCongo 
have greatly increased the local population. This project will help to improve local health conditions 
and encourage more solidarity between the various social groups.

The Anglican Diocese of Bukavu is on the front line of a campaign to provide clean drinking water to 
combat cholera, dysentery and typhus. With the help of Partner sein, over 60 springs have been 
tapped since 2012 and so improved the health of the local inhabitants of this island in the lake of 
Kivu.

Sick persons should have access to basic medical facilities and the necessary medicine. We support 
the provision and the dispensing of medicines on the island of Idjwi, especially for the treatment of 
waterborne diseases such as cholera, dysentery and typhus.

psychological and psychiatric clinic in Bukavu where there is an urgent need to treat sexually 
exploited children.

Orphaned children should be helped in a dignified and sustainable manner to achieve an 
independent life and a sustainable future.  In this project, some 100 war and rape victims under the 
age of 10 years are being supported in their daily lives.  They receive food and clothing as well as 
psychiatric and educational support. This project is heavily supported by the local population who 
supply some of the financing and accommodation for the children.

In this, from Partner sein financed health clinic, a new, larger laundry building is needed. In addition, 
roofs will be built over the walkways between the various clinic buildings.  State imposed conditions 
for formal recognition as a health centre require the purchase of an ambulance vehicle in order to 
transport patients needing emergency treatment to the next state hospital over 40 km away.

The CMM Sisters need to train new members as nursing sisters, midwives and laboratory assistants 
as well as provide ongoing training for existing staff. Qualified staff from their own ranks not only 
ensures continuity and instils confidence in the patients, but reduces salary costs and helps them to 
be a self supporting, independent health centre.

The CMM Sisters have run 3 Montessori kindergarten since a number of years. Here  small children 
are prepared for school. Practice has shown that the chances of these children regularly attending 
school later are much higher. Construction of an additional kindergarten in 2018 is a meaningful 
investment in the children's future.

In the diocese training centre at Ibba young school leavers can continue their studies   and obtain 
higher education certificates. They learn English and are trained in administration skills which will 
enable them to work and support themselves. We finance the cost of teachers salaries, the purchase 
of computers and school materials. Furthermore, we support the training of local teachers who, as a 
result of the civil war, are missing from the schools. These teachers will replace the present teachers 
who come from neighbouring countries, and whose salaries are expensive.

Over 60 children in 3 classes attend this school. We finance the uniforms of the teachers and pupils, 
shoes, 3 teachers salaries, various school activities and meals for the children as well as the 
maintenance costs for 2 older pavilions. 
 

t лп YƛƴŘŜǊƎŀǊǘŜƴ /ŀǘŀƎŘŀŀƴΣ tƛƭŀǊΣ .ƻƘƻƭ CǊΦ сΩулл 
Around 30 children attend this kindergarten utilising the 2 buildings constructed by Partner sein in 
2010 and 2012. We finance the salaries of two teachers and other staff (e.g. cleaners) as well as 
school uniforms, school materials and part of the meal costs of the children. 

t лр YƛƴŘŜǊƎŀǊǘŜƴ aŀǘƛƴŀƻΣ .ƻƘƻƭ CǊΦ сΩулл 
This is the oldest kindergarten constructed by Partner sein and is attended by 55 children in 3 classes. 
We finance the salaries of 3 kindergarten teachers, school uniforms, school materials, the children's 
meals, various leisure activities and the running costs of the building.

In this small fishing village we render possible the local education of around 45 children from poor 
families. We participate in the running costs of the buildings and assume the salaries of the teachers 
as well as the school uniforms, school materials and meal costs of the children.
